We are also starting to look at getting the AMBrc digital Transponders for TFTR. This new type will also allow the use of personal transponders, available for about $110. So if you know of any other club that is looking to purchase a second hand set of transponders, please put them in contact with us.

· Pick up transponder half way through the previous race to yours

· After your race: car and transmitter to pound – RETURN transponder to rack!

· Marshall at the witches hat marked with the same number as your car
